Hokusai loved moving from place to place, and he apparently relocated 93 times near the Sumida River. Some even say he moved because he 
hated cleaning his house! 

Toward the end of his life, Hokusai frequently visited the town of Obuse in Nagano. The Hokusai-kan Museum there features many of his 
paintings on display.

Who Was  Katsushika Hokusai,
the Ukiyo-e Artist From Sumida?

General Information

Katsushika Hokusai, more commonly known as "Hokusai," 
was born and spent most of his life in Sumida, and many of 
his art depicts scenery from his hometown. In 1702, the 
Forty-seven Ronin, commonly known as the Chushingura, 
raided the Kira residence in Honjo (current-day Ryogoku 
3-chome, Sumida City), avenging their lord. Although it took 
place nearly 60 years before Hokusai's birth, he created 
elaborate pieces depicting the event. Some think that 
Kobayashi Heihachiro, the chief retainer of the Kira 
household who was killed in the raid, was Hokusai's 
maternal great-grandfather, making Hokusai a pivotal figure 
in telling the history of Sumida.

After studying under Katsukawa 
Shunsho for one year, Hokusai 
was named Katsukawa Shunro, 
making his debut as an ukiyo-e 
a r t i s t i n 1779. He t ra ined 
diligently, creating many color 
prints over the course of 15 
years.

After leaving the 
Katsukawa school, 
he took on the 
name Sor i, the 

head of the Edo Rinpa school of 
painting known for its decorative 
style. He became deeply involved in 
comic t anka poe t r y , crea t ing 
illustrations for many picture books.

With so many pupils to 
teach, Hokusai poured 
his enthusiasm into 
creating art instruction 
books.

For his novel illustrations, Hokusai elevated his art by 
using stippling and ink gradations to create a sense 
of depth and fanciful compositions. He created many 
Western-style landscape woodblock prints and 

drawings by hand.

Thirty-six V iews of Mount Fu ji, a 
collection of color prints released by 
Hokusai in his 70s, gained great 
acclaim, bringing scenic prints into the 
mainstream.

Hokusai passed on at the age of 90. Legend 
has it that on his deathbed he said, "If I could 
only have lived another 10, no, another 5 
years, I'd have been able to create real art."

Hokusai was born on September 23, 1760 at Minami 
Warigesui (Honjo Warigesui, current-day Hokusai-dori St. in 
Sumida City). Known as Tokitaro, at a young age it is thought 
that he was adopted by Nakajima Ise, a purveyor of mirrors 
to the shogunate. He spent his free time drawing, changed 
his name to Tetsuzo, and joined a woodblock carving 
workshop. Several years later, he was put in charge of 
partial carving of text for sharebon, a popular literary genre 
of the time. Some time after, he quit the carving business 
and began to study under ukiyo-e artist Katsukawa Shunsho. 
He spent the next 70 years creating drawings in various 
genres, living until the ripe old age of 90.

Having spent 70 years of his life as an 
artist, Hokusai worked in nearly every 
genre, including beautiful women, actors, 
novel illustrations, ukiyo-e, pornography, 
scenery, bird's-eye-views, birds and 
flowers, ghosts, and painting by hand. He 
called himself the "Mad Artist," a name that 
underscored his passion for drawing, 
leaving behind many famous works.

Each page of the Japanese passport 
features a scene from the Thirty-six 
Views of Mount Fuji. In July 2024, a new 
1,000 yen note was released, showing 
Under the Wave off Kanagawa, from the 
series Thirty-six Views of Mount Fuji.

Hokusai began drawing at six years old, and copied the shapes of things he found whenever he had a free moment.Smoking spots near JR Ryogoku Station and Kinshicho Station are decorated with Hokusai's works and a combination of art by Hokusai and 
persons with disabilities.

Mr. Hosokawa, who has been making 
soba for 40 years, makes his own flour 
us ing husked buckwhea t f rom 
Hokkaido and Shikoku. The freshly-
ground flour is fragrant and delicious, 
and even Hokusai was a soba 
aficionado, so you can't go wrong!

Legend has it that Hokusai 
was born in 1760 near Minami 
Warigesui (Honjo Warigesui, 
current-day Hokusai-dori St. in 
Sumida City). Take a walk 
along Hokusai-dori Street 
while you imagine his life here.

AURORA is a permanent exhibition space where you can see 
Hokusai's connection with Sumida, and elaborate, life-sized 
reproductions of his most famous works.

This historic temple where Hokusai worshipped boasts over 
500 years of history. Stories tell that Hokusai, who had been 
ousted by his master, was struck by lightning, losing 
consciousness while visiting the Bodhisattva statue at Hosshoji 
Temple. Thereafter, it is said that his art began to sell well.

This city museum was built in 2016 in Kamezawa, 
Sumida City, where Hokusai lived. It features pieces 
of art collected by the city as well as Hokusai's art 
gifted by researchers Peter Morse and Muneshige 
Narasaki. The collection numbers nearly 2,200 
pieces (as of April 2024) including art by Hokusai 
and his pupils.

This historic arare rice cracker shop has 
been in business for five generations 
since its founding in 1910. Hokusai Age 
and Hokusai Okaki are popular souvenir 
snacks named after Hokusai, who was 
born here.

This sweets shop has been in business for 20 years. Its name pays 
tribute to the art and culture Hokusai brought to Sumida. The warabi 
mochi and anmitsu are made by confectioners with the utmost care.

Established in 1718, Momonjiya is a boar stew restaurant that has 
been around for 10 generations. Wild boars raised in the mountains 
of Tamba, Hyogo, eat nuts and seeds, so there is no gamey flavor, 
making this meat palatable even if it's your first time trying wild 
game. The nice, fatty meat is so soft it melts in the mouth.

Hokusai is said to have created art instruction books to satisfy his over 200 pupils and legions of fans.Hokusai is the only Japanese person to make the list of "The 100 Most Important People Of the Past 1,000 Years" by LIFE magazine 
published in the U.S. in 1998.

Using ukiyo-e, this hotel aims to showcase 
Tokyo sightseeing spots and Japanese 
culture in a unique way based on the 
theme "Fun Tokyo."

The Hokusai Festival is held each autumn in the Kamezawa area of 
Sumida City. Using Hokusai-dori Street as the venue, this is a great 
chance to experience the world of Hokusai and the charms of the town!
