Japanese style Western cuisine

Unlike washoku, traditional Japanese
cuisine recognized as a UNESCO
Intangible Cultural Heritage, yoshoku
refers to Western dishes that have
evolved uniquely in Japan. Since rice is a
staple in Japanese diets, many
Western-inspired dishes have been
adapted to pair well with it. Yoshoku
features a variety of ingredients such as
meat, fish, cheese, and spices, prepared
using diverse cooking methods. Dating
back to the late 1800s, it was once
considered high-end cuisine reserved for
the wealthy. Over time, it became
popular among the general  public.
Today, yoshoku -
includes a wide
range of dishes
such as omurice
(rice omelet),
hamburger steak,
pasta, and
sandwiches.

@ Items on the menu are usually single-person
servings. Please order accordingly.

® Many restaurants do not offer a box for
leftovers.

@ Please flush all the toilet paper that you
have used.

@ Smoking rules vary from restaurant to
restaurant. Please inquire about the rules in
each new place.

*You may not smoke on the street.
